I understand and accept that it is my responsibility to have the following required safety equipment either in my shell or in a coach boat accompanying my shell, failing which I will pay any fines issued for failure to adhere to the safety rules and guidelines: one life jacket for each rower or cox; one tow rope; one bailer; a whistle or sounding horn; and one navigation light (flashlight). I agree that a violation of the safety rules and guidelines may result in the suspension or termination of my membership and privileges with the Argonaut Rowing Club.

2. I agree to participate fully on a committee as above.

3. I acknowledge that my membership fees and all other fees paid to the ARC are non-refundable.

4. I agree and acknowledge that I undertake any activity, including rowing, weight and fitness training entirely at my own risk, and that I am medically fit to undertake such activity.

5. I agree that the ARC is not responsible for any personal injury sustained by myself or any other person, or for the loss or damage to any property which I have brought to the premises including but not limited to single or double shells, whether caused by theft, during transportation or by any other cause, including negligence of the ARC or any of its members, coaches, servants, agents or contractors.

Learn To Row: 

LTR discount is $125.00 and is applied against the Club fee before any other fees are added or calculated.

LTR discount is only applicable once in the year LTR is taken and membership is initiated.

Competitive Fees:

 RO and RCA fees are each $42.00 made up of:

· RO Sport Membership is $7 and is included in the club fee (ROWONTARIO approved a $1 increase at the 2008 AGM)

· RO Competitive Membership is $42. The ARC pays $7 and $35 is paid by the member (ROWONTARIO approved a $2 increase at the 2008 AGM)

· RCA Sport Membership is $7 and is included in the club fee

· RCA Competitive Membership is $42. The ARC pays $7 and $35 and is paid by the member

Coaches Fees:

Coaches’ fees are covered by the club for coaching only. Coaches who row are responsible for membership and other fees. 

Becoming a Member Late in the Season:

To account for a shortened season for members joining later in the year, pro-rated fees will become effective on August 15, 2009. The pro-rate is .6 and is applied after any discount. 

Coaches, National Team, 2 month Junior, Gym and Alumni/Social membership categories do not qualify for pro-rating.

Goods and Services Tax:

GST is 5% and is calculated on Club fee and locker fees. Support, RO and RCA fees are not subject to GST.

Club Rules

We would like to clarify for all members the rules of participation as a member of the Argonaut Rowing Club on the dock, in the boathouse and on the water. These rules have been developed with the safety of all members in mind. As a member of the Club, you have the responsibility to obey these rules and to do your utmost to ensure everyone else complies as well.

1. Prior to stepping into a boat to row, or using any club facilities and equipment you must have completed a Membership Application Form preferably online and paid membership and RCA/RO fees to the Club.  This applies to all crew members, cox and coaches. 

2. You must familiarize yourself with, and adhere to Safety and other Club Policies. All policies are posted on the web site.

3. All club boats (8+s, 4+, 4xs, 4-, 2xs, 2-s, 1xs) must be accompanied by a coach boat from “docks in” in the spring until at least May 1st. 

4. There must be lights on all boats before sunrise and after sunset: white on bow, red on stern.  Coach boats must have lights as well.

5. Coach boat drivers must possess the Toronto Port Authority Power Vessel Operator’s Permit. After September 15, 2009, a Pleasure Craft Operators Card will also be required. 

6. The logbook must be completed by each crew launching (this applies to 8+s, 4+, 4xs, 4-, 2xs, 2-s, as well as 1xs).  The log is located inside the doorway off the dock by the squash courts. Anyone launching from the dock must sign out and again sign in upon return. 

7. Damage to any equipment (this applies to 8+s, 4+, 4xs, 4-, 2xs, 2-s, and Club 1xs) must be reported by recording it in the log book. Crews are responsible for all equipment assigned to them. If you break a boat, you are responsible for making arrangements to get it repaired by consulting with the Head Coach. 

8. Parts must not be removed from any boats. Members found removing or borrowing parts from boats will be suspended. If a boat is discovered that needs repairs before it can be rowed, it must be placed on stretchers and repaired or placed back on racks. If repairs are needed, inform the Head Coach. 

9. Crews can only row in assigned boats at the assigned times. Crews wishing to row other Recreational boats or at other times must have the prior approval of the Head Coach. Crews wishing to row non-rec program boats must have prior approval of the Head Coach. 

10. Boats cannot be launched until the full crew is at the dock and ready to row. 

11. BOATS CANNOT BE ROWED WITH EMPTY SEATS, unless they are LTR boats. 

12. Look carefully at the map of the course that hangs on the wall outside (between the bays). 

13. Put in and take out all boats with bows facing towards the Humber River (i.e.: west). 

14. Keep to the right at all times; when passing other boats, must pass them on their port side (i.e.: passing on the left, towards the middle of the waterway). 

15. When turning, be extremely careful, particularly if you must turn before the course's eastern- or western-most ends. It is up to the crew that is turning not to obstruct boat traffic. 

16. NO COACH BOATS ARE ALLOWED EAST OF THE END OF THE NEW BREAKWALL (toward Ontario Place). Coach boats create a wake churning up the water. In this restricted area, the wave action does not dissipate for a long time, making passage dangerous for singles and other small boats. 

17. Coach boat drivers must reduce their speed to no wake, and give way to other crews as they approach. If you must pass a crew, wait until you can swing wide so as not to wake them. Coach boats may not wake the boats moored at the TSCC and the Boulevard Club. If you must race to catch up with your crew, go outside the breakwall.

18. Watch out for the drainpipe; break wall abutments, the narrows, floating moorings and all boats. Look at the map if you are unsure where these trouble spots are. 

19. Only experienced crews are allowed outside the breakwall, and ONLY when accompanied by a coach boat. 

20. Boats landing have priority over boats going out. 

21. When under sail, sailboats have the right of way; when boats are under motor, rowing shells have the right of way. 

22. NO CLUB BOATS ARE ALLOWED ON THE HUMBER RIVER. 


Failure to comply with these rules could result in the suspension or revoking of rowing privileges for each member or full crew as set out in the Penalties and Infractions Policy. If in doubt, please ask your program representative, or another club official, for clarification. Please ensure that you respect the safety of yourself and others by adhering to all Club Rules and safety policies.
